The Class of 2021 Will Now Step Out Into the World!

The North Marion High School Class of 2021 moved on to their next adventure after
picking up their diplomas during a commencement ceremony at the North Marion Husky
Football Stadium on the evening of June 11.

Principal De Ann Jenness opened the event with introductions and a speech in which
she offered encouragement to students and deep gratitude.



“Tonight, you leave us as young adults ready to take on anything that comes your way
because you can do it,” Jenness said. “You pulled together when you needed to. We
are proud of you. You have shone at every opportunity.”

Among the other highlights were Jenness’s acknowledgement of the salutatorians
(Abigail Antoine and Liliana Piercey) and her nod to the valedictorians (Isabella Mon,
Alondra Ruiz Contreras, Monica Villarreal, Sofia Villarreal and Mya Hammack), as well
as their speeches.

“Due to our small community, we’ve had the unique opportunity of growing up together,”
Mon said. “We’ve created strong memories and even stronger bonds with our teachers
and with one another. We have undeniably been through a lot together, whether it be
tragedy, celebrations, losses, and even a pandemic. We had the courage to come
together.”

Also at the event, Superintendent Ginger Redlinger delivered a soul-searching address
about the state of the North Marion School District (NMSD), and NMSD Board Chair
Glenn Holum certified the diplomas.

“No one has to tell you what the last two years have been like, you have lived them,”
Redlinger told students. “Like last year's class, you did not have the chance to
participate in many traditional events; however, you did see athletics and clubs return,
had the opportunity to come to school and see staff and students — and you had plenty
of toilet paper. There are many lessons we are all learning from the last two years and
here are some of the lessons you taught us:

e You are as concerned about the future of our country as my generation.

e You asked for the school to redefine its culture so there is space for you to be
who you want to be rather than who we expect you to be; things have changed
and we need to accept that. ...”

The crowd murmured and laughed in response, and the clouds sat cool and heavy,
keeping back their rain as if holding their breath. The sunlight had begun to fade and the
stadium lights seemed starker and whiter.

“‘When you leave us tonight, we will not forget what you have taught us, and we want
you to come back and tell us if you see that we have actually made the changes that
you recommended: When you come back, please ask us: Have we created a culture in
every classroom in our schools that represents all families and makes each and every
student feel like they belong here? ...”

Redlinger continued with her message about seeking more feedback to create an
equitable and inclusive School District community. She also touched on strengthening
students’ voices by encouraging them to share their views and opinions.

“‘We heard you — and thank you for using your voice. Keep doing it. Go out there and
change the world — you are about to become Husky Alumni, and we are so very proud
of you,” she said.

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The School Board Adopted the Budget This Week

After a physically, mentally, and fiscally strenuous pandemic-era year, the School Board
adopted the 2021-22 Annual Budget during a meeting on June 14.

The North Marion School District (NMSD) $55,464,155 budget is based upon a $9.3
billion State School Fund, which will allocate $600,000 less to the NMSD than in the
2019-20 fiscal year. This decrease is largely related to declining enrollment.

“In closing, we thank the budget committee, the members of the North Marion School
Board, and the community for helping us provide the allocation of resources necessary
to help all students achieve their potential,” Superintendent Redlinger says in her
Budget Message. “Through a difficult year, our staff has continued to provide a high-
guality educational experience for students. As we have struggled with the ever-
changing COVID guidance, we have innovated and learned new ways to serve
students. We thank everyone involved for their hard work and dedication.”

Also at the meeting:



e Sworn in were newly elected Directors Richard Goddard and Sarah Powlison.
The re-elected members were Directors Glenn Holum, Kristie Buckland, and
Heidi Torian. The Board voted, choosing
Holum as Chair and Torian as Vice Chair
during the meeting. The new terms begin
July 1. The other current members are
Director Crystal Rostocil and Director
Ricardo Verastegui.

e The Board acknowledged June to be
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender and
Queer (+) Pride Month.

e The Board approved changes to Article 13:
Insurance and Atrticle 23: Wages with the Oregon School Employees
Association-North Marion Chapter 116.

La Junta Escolar adopto el presupuesto esta semana

Después de un afio de la era de la pandemia fisica, mental y fiscalmente agotador, la
Junta Escolar adopt6 el Presupuesto Anual 2021-22 durante una reunion el 14 de junio.

El presupuesto de $55,464,155 del Distrito Escolar de North Marion (NMSD) se basa
en un Fondo Escolar Estatal de $ 9,3 mil millones, que asignara $ 600,000 menos a la
NMSD que en el afio fiscal 2019-20. Esta disminucion se debe en gran medida a la
disminucién de la matricula.

“Para terminar, agradecemos al comité de presupuesto, a los miembros de la Junta
Escolar de North Marion ya la comunidad por ayudarnos a proporcionar la asignacion
de recursos necesarios para ayudar a todos los estudiantes a alcanzar su potencial”,
dice la Superintendente Redlinger en su Mensaje de Presupuesto. “A través de un afo
dificil, nuestro personal ha continuado brindando una experiencia educativa de alta
calidad para los estudiantes. A medida que hemos luchado con la guia de COVID en



constante cambio, hemos innovado y aprendido nuevas formas de servir a los
estudiantes. Agradecemos a todos los involucrados por su arduo trabajo y dedicacion”.
